A. SEEKING THE HEART OF GOD

Seeking God is the foundation of revival.
Through prayer, fasting, and faith declarations,
we draw closer to Him, strengthen our faith,
and experience His transformative power.
These spiritual disciplines align us with God’s
will, bring breakthroughs, and empower us to
share His hope and love.

B. THE POWER OF
PRAYER & FASTING

1. Prayer and fasting humble us before God,
acknowledging our dependence on His
grace and strength.

2. Prayer and fasting lead us to surrender in
brokenness, inviting God to bring
repentance, transformation, and
Christ-likeness into our lives.

3. Prayer and fasting reignite our love for
Christ, drawing us into a deeper and more
intimate relationship with Him.

4. Prayer and fasting sharpen our spiritual
sensitivity, enabling us to hear God’s voice
and follow His leading.

5. Prayer and fasting release divine
breakthroughs, bringing answers to prayers
and victories over challenges.



. Prayer and fasting enable us to be part of
God’s revival, helping us bring hope,
encouragement, and God’s love to those
around us.

Different Types of Fasts

Fasting is a personal act of worship and
devotion between you and God. The type of
fast you choose reflects your heart, and God
will honour your sacrifice.

a.Full Fast
Consume only liquids, such as water,
natural fruit juices, or clear soups.

b.Daniel Fast
Refrain from consuming carbohydrates
like rice, bread, and sweets, focusing
instead on water, juices, nuts, fruits, and
vegetables.

c. Partial Fast

Fast during specific hours, such as 6:00
am to 3:00 pm or from sunrise to sunset.
This can also include skipping one meal
(e.g., breakfast, lunch, or dinner) or
combining different fasts like a Full Fast or
Daniel Fast. Alternatively, give up specific
foods or delicacies as a form of sacrifice.




C. THE POWER OF
FAITH DECLARATIONS

1. Faith declarations proclaim God’s Word,
aligning His sovereign will and eternal truths
in our lives.

2. Faith declarations renew our minds,
transforming our thoughts and desires to
reflect God’s will and purpose.

3. Faith declarations build confidence, trust,
and boldness as we grow in our walk with
Him.

4. Faith declarations strengthen our faith to
anticipate His divine intervention and
breakthroughs.

5. Faith declarations empower us to stand firm
against spiritual opposition and trials
through the activation of faith.



CONSECRATION & SURRENDER

| declare and offer my body as a living
sacrifice, holy and pleasing to God. This is my
true and proper worship. | will not conform to
the pattern of this world, but will be
transformed by the renewing of my mind. |
consecrate myself to the Lord and He will do
amazing things in my life.

PROTECTION

| declare that God is my rock, my fortress, and
my Saviour; He is my rock, in whom | find
protection. God is my shield, the strength of
my salvation. He is my stronghold.
